THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN DENTOALVEOLAR

The summary

On the basis of clinical stomatologic examination of 1398
students of institute of higher education in Ufa at the
age from 16 to 22 years it is established, that prevalence
of dentoalveolar anomalies makes 83,12%, prevalence
of periodontal diseases - 90,87%. Needs in orthodontic
treatment was assessed by indices of DAl and DHC
component of IOTN. High prevalence of dentoalveolar
anomalies and periodontal diseases requires improving
the complex of treatment and prophylaxis actions for
this category.
